Legislative Update

On Wed. last week the Capitol Annex was filled
with active and retired teachers, as well as other
school personnel, many of whom are LWV members.
They came to voice their demand for full funding of
tull pension benefits in SB 1 (J. Bowen). When the
bill was due to be discussed in the State and Local
Government Committee, a substitute was introduced
which raised even more questions. Missing was an
actuarial assessment of the changed bill. The com-
mittee plans to consider this bill in some version this
week. We will monitor.

The House budget plan passed committee and will
go to the full House for discussion probably on
Thursday. We will monitor.

Bills that passed one house and were sent to the
other:

e HB1 (D. Meade et al) attempts to overhaul the
KY foster care system. We support.

e HB 55 (Bipartisan) calls for drug prevention pro-
grams in public schools. We will monitor.

HB 548 (Kay) reforming redistricting process has
been introduced. We support.

Another big concern this week was safety in our
schools. A “March for Our Lives” event is planned
at the Capitol on Tues., March 20. A teach-in will
take place in Capitol Annex Room 131 from 1:30-
4:00 p.m. A rally is planned to begin on the steps of
the Capitol at 5:00 p.m. For more information visit
www.marchforourlivesky.org.
