Lexington LWV is 
sponsoring a community discussion that will feature Josh 
Douglas, UK Law School professor and author of the soon to 
be released book Vote for US: How to Take Back our Elections and 
Change the Future of Voting.  The session, open to the public, will 
be held in the large conference room of the Eastside Public 
Library, 3000 Blake James Drive. 

 An expert on our electoral system, Professor Douglas will 
discuss ways communities are working for real democracy with 
optimism and determination.

accountable; pushing back on big money at local and state levels; returning redistricting to the voters; and improv-
ing civic education.

Committee.  A biparti-
san voting rights bill proposed by Reps. George Brown 
(D), Charles Booker(D) and Jason Nemes(R) was under 
discussion.  It opened a good conversation about auto-
matic restoration of rights. 

 The committee was very supportive and the bill, in 
some form, will be presented in a future session of the 
legislature.   

 With the combined efforts of the Felony Disenfran-
chisement Coalition there is now grassroots energy to 
educate the public and work with legislators to make 
automatic restoration a reality. 

     On Sun., Feb. 24, a statewide Felony Disenfran-
chisement Coalition of more than 20 advocacy 
groups, including the League of Women Voters, held 
an initial meeting in Frankfort.  The primary goal of 
this group is to gain restoration of rights for ex-felons, 
following a 5 year plan toward automatic restoration 
of rights proposed by Dave Newton of KFTC.  The 
group committed to monthly meetings.  All groups 
represented here are supporting KFTC’s Voting 
Rights Rally on March 13 at the Capitol.
