The Student Voice team will be joined by Perry Papka, a policy analyst at the Prichard Committee with a
focus on postsecondary education, and Erin Klarer, Vice President for Government Relations at the Kentucky
Higher Education Assistance Authority.

Texas League of Women Voters
Successfully Protects Voter Data

In October the League of Women Voters of
Texas, the Texas State Conference of the NAACP,
and an individual plaintiff won a temporary restrain-
ing order preventing the Texas Secretary of State
from disclosing voter data to the Presidential Advi-
sory Commission on Election Integrity. The plain-
tiffs are represented by the Brennan Center for Jus-
tice at NYU School of Law and Kirkland and Ellis,
LLP.

The commission was created by executive order in
May of 2017 because of the president’s repeated as-
sertions that millions voted illegally in the 2016 elec-
tion. The Brennan Center website carries the expla-
nation that “for years, claims of fraud have been used
to justify unwarranted voting restrictions. There is
strong reason to suspect this Commission is not a
legitimate attempt to study elections, but rather a tool
for enabling voter suppression.”

Does One Vote Make a Difference?

A new study of the November, 2015 elections
completed by the nonpartisan voting rights group
Democracy North Carolina shows a surprising num-
ber of cases where a handful of votes made a differ-
ence.

Researchers identified 69 cities where the mayor
or a council member won by five or fewer votes. In
31 cities, many of them small towns, how one person
decided to vote made the difference between win or
loss. In four communities a coin toss broke ties for
council seats and in one town the winning council
candidate’s name was drawn from a box.

Remember these results the next time you wonder
if your one vote really makes a difference.
