On Sat., Oct. 21, the Lexington LWV will sponsor a
training workshop for individuals considering running for

public office. The event will begin at 9:00 a.m. and wrap up [
at 3:00 p.m. at Imani Baptist Church, 1555 Georgetown
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Our elected representatives are our voice in government and the League understands the importance of
helping to ensure that they are qualified, well-prepared and committed individuals. Many young people con-
sider public service but are intimidated by the cost of campaigns and difficulties associated with actually holding
an office. Our goal is to bring potential candidates together with elected officials and campaign representatives
who can share their personal experiences and the knowledge gained from those experiences.

This LWV Candidate Training Work-
shop will include segments on the importance of public ser-
vice, the “nuts and bolts” of running for office, crafting a
campaign and media strategy and a panel discussion of
elected officials about their own experiences running for of-
fice.

The program’s experts include, Vice Mayor Steve Kay, Fayette County Clerk Don Blevins, Christian Motley
of Strive Together and Jared Smith of President Smith Strategies, as well as League member Dr. Terry Naydan who is
a member of the Kentucky Registry of Election Finance. There will also be a panel discussion of elected offi-
cials. This list has not yet been finalized but will include representation from both major political parties in the
state.

Oct. 19 Event—*“Money in Politics: Our Republic in Crisis”

A discussion of corporate influence on our American de-
mocracy will be held at 6:30 p.m. on Thurs., Oct. 19, at the
Thomas D. Clark Center for Kentucky History in Frankfort.
Speakers will represent both the political left and right and in-
clude Krystal Ball, co-host of MSNBC show “The Cycle”;
Adam Edelen, former Kentucky state auditor and cofounder of
the New Kentucky Project; Dr. Donald Gross, professor emeritus
of the University of Kentucky (political science)); and John
Pudner, executive director of Take Back Our Republic, a conser-
vative group seeking to reduce the influence of big donors.
The discussion will be moderated by Laura Cullen Glasscock,
editor of the Kentucky Gazette and assistant professor at Ken-
tucky State University.

The event is sponsored by the groups Together Frankfort and
the New Kentucky Project. Together Frankfort is a non-partisan volunteer group of Kentuckians “who seek to exer-
cise and protect the principles embodied in our nation’s Constitution by being engaged and responsible partici-
pants in democracy.” The New Kentucky Project, another citizen group, “seeks to move Kentucky forward and
modernize our state through a variety of different policy initiatives believing that where intelligent, well-meaning
people disagree, consensus can be built through discussion and education.”

The program is free and the public is encouraged to attend. The History Center is located at 100 W. Broad-
way in Frankfort.

At its next meeting on
Tues., Oct. 17, the LWV
book club will discuss
Churchil] and Orwell: the
Fight for Freedom written by
Pulitzer Prize winning au-

The two subjects of
the book never met but
shared a strong belief in
freethinking. Coming
from two different back-
grounds and political af-
filations—Churchill a
strong conservative and
Orwell a committed left-
ist—they were both driven to “see things as they
are.” Both had no difficulty speaking truth to power.
Coming by different routes, both saw the key ques-
tion of their century to be “how to preserve the lib-
erty of the individual during an age in which the state
was becoming powerfully intrusive into private life.”
This book has received much critical praise.

Questions from members
of the audience were also addressed.

Rep. Kay identified what might have been a con-
sensus that positive changes will depend upon our
ability to limit the influence of money in the political
process.
